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World Champions....
The ITF Super Seniors World Championships have
recently completed played at the Ali Bey Club Manavgat,
Antalya, Turkey. The Team Championships were played
first from 10 — 16 October followed by the Individual
Championships from 16 - 22 October. Over 480 players
from 31 countries competed in 11 age categories
from60-and-over to 85-and-over. In 1993, due to the
tournament’s increasing popularity,the ITF took the
decision to divide it into two separate events, Seniors
for the younger players and Super-Seniors for the older
players.

Two teams from Tennis New Zealand Seniors competed in these Championships. The Men’s team consisting
of Dave Hawkes (Captain), Bruce Cocking, Colin Hunt, Jim Jackson competed in the Britannia Cup, Men’s

65 age group. The Women'’s team of Jean Stevens (Captain), Elaine Stephan, Jean Murray, Beth Webster
competed in the Queens Cup, Women’s 75 age group. The Women'’s team did well in making it into the 4th
to 6th play off with France & Netherlands, losing to France but beating the Netherlands to come 5th. The
Men'’s team played in the 19th to 20th playoff against Ireland, beating Ireland to come 19th.

In the Individual Championships two from our Women'’s team competed in the Women’s 80’s Singles &
Doubles, Elaine Stephan & Jean Murray. In the 80’s Singles 32 player draw, eighth seed Elaine Stephan
knocked out second seed Ruth lllingworth 3-6 7-6(9) 6-2 in the quarterfinals and thrashed third seed and
current world number one in Women’s 80+ Erzsebet Szentirmay (HUN) 6-1 6-1 in the semi-finals on route to
the final.

In the final, top seed and defending champion Rosemarie
Asch from Canada faced Elaine Stephan. Asch started the day
as one of a handful of players in with a chance of collecting

a clean sweep of titles, victory in the team championships
and in singles and doubles this week. Asch found it hard to
break down her Kiwi opponent and fought hard to gain her
advantage, however the defending champion went on to win
7-5 6-2 against Stephan.

After a short break for lunch the players then returned to the
court with their respective doubles partners for the women’s
80 doubles final. En route to the final the Kiwi pair, Stephan Elaine Stephan (NZ) and Rosemarie Asch (Can)
& Murray, had a great run beating top seeds Ruth lllingworth

and Cynthia Smith (GBR) 6-1 6-2 and third seeds Doris Lutz and Louise Russ (USA) 6-0 6-1 along the way. In
the final Asch and Huguette Fontaine (CAN), her partner from the Doris Hart Cup last week got off to a fast
start against Stephan and Murray but the Kiwi’s soon began to fight back. The clean sweep was not to be for
Asch as the New Zealand pair won a third set tie break to win the title. The score was 3-6 6-2 7-6(2)
